Dear Minister Broten,











I am writing to you today to urge you to insist on a full environmental assessment on the Portlands Energy Centre.





I am concerned that the Portlands Energy Centre will contribute to Toronto's already poor air quality, emit airborne pollutants which will cross accepted limits, aggravate threats to the health of the city's residents, and increase the mortality rates from air pollution, which already number 1,700 premature deaths annually�.  I am also concerned about the fact that three power plants are planned for the Greater Toronto Area and that no assessment has been completed of the cumulative effects of their emissions.  This deficiency needs to be addressed in a full Environmental Assessment.





I thank you for your consideration of this issue and anticipate your action to protect the health and environment of Toronto's citizens.
